CAMP MURRAY, WA – In the aftermath of the Dec. 14 and 15 wind storm, the State Emergency Operations Center (EOC) remains fully activated in support of the recovery efforts of local jurisdictions. 
Energy Outage Update

The Washington State Department of Community Trade and Economic Development (CTED) reports that as of 4 p.m. today 206,760 customers are still without power statewide. 

· Clallam County PUD reports 200 customers, or 1%, of their customers without power.

· Clark County PUD reports 150 customers, under 1%, of their customers without power.

· Cowlitz County PUD reports all customers with power.

· Grays Harbor PUD reports 1,000, or 3%, of their customers without power.

· Lewis County PUD reports 500, or 2%, of their customers without power.

· Mason County PUD #3 reports 2,200, or 7% of their customers without power. 

· Pacific PUD reports 400, or 2%, of their customers without power.

· Peninsula Light reports 6,500, or 22%, of their customers without power.

· Puget Sound Energy reports 170,000, or 15%, of their customers are still without power.

· Seattle City Light reports 15,000, or 4%, of their customers without power.

· Snohomish County PUD reports 8,000, or 3%, of their customers without power.

· Tacoma Power reports 2,700 or 2%, of their customers without power.

· Wahkiakum PUD reports 110, or 5%, of their customers without power.

Shelters 
The American Red Cross (ARC) reports 15 shelters open in Chelan (2), Kitsap (1), King (2), Kittitas (2), Pierce (4), Thurston (3) and Mason (1) counties. Ten (10) non-ARC shelters are open:  seven in King, two in Pierce, and one in Mason counties. Sunday evening, 296 people were sheltered in 15 centers with shelters having a capacity of 2,370. Yesterday, King and Kitsap counties reported 649 meals and 1,366 snacks served. 
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State Agency Support to Counties
· The Washington National Guard provided generators for facilities in King, Pierce, Snohomish and Thurston counties and to the Snoqualmie Tribe for their medical clinic.
· The Washington State Department of Transportation provided 34 flagger crews to King, Pierce, and Thurston Counties for the cities of Kent, Olympia and Puyallup.
· The Washington National Guard, the Military Department, and the American Red Cross reported to the State EOC in support of recovery efforts.

State actions are coordinated through the State EOC at Camp Murray. The State EOC is operated by the Washington Emergency Management Division (WEMD) of the Washington Military Department 24 hours a day and will be fully activated until further notice. 
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
