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SBA CENTERS CLOSE IN KING AND SNOHOMISH COUNTIES
Lacey, Wash. – Federal and state disaster officials announced today that the U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) Disaster Loan Outreach Centers (DLOCs) in King and Snohomish Counties will be closing at 6:00 p.m. Thursday.

At the DLOCs, SBA representatives provide individuals and business owners with face-to-face service in completing their loan applications, answering questions about SBA’s loan program, and explaining how an SBA disaster loan can help pay for their disaster losses. Low-interest disaster loans from SBA are available to homeowners, renters, businesses of all sizes and private, non-profit organizations.  Disaster loans from SBA are the primary source of funds for repairing and rebuilding disaster damaged private property.
Disaster assistance is still only a toll-free call away. Anyone with questions about an SBA loan or who needs help with the application should call 1-800-659-2955 for SBA assistance or visit the website at www.sba.gov/services/disasterassistance.

To register for Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) assistance or to ask questions about an existing application, call 1-800-621-FEMA (3362) or TTY 1-800-462-7585. The lines are open 8 a.m. to 6 p.m., Monday through Saturday.  

At this time, two other DLOCs still remain open: one in Mason County and one in Pacific County, operating both in Long Beach and in Raymond on a rotating basis. The DLOC in Mason County is open Monday through Friday 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and Saturday 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m., until further notice. It is located at:
