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DISASTER RECOVERY CENTERS TRANSITION TO SBA OUTREACH CENTERS
Lacey, Wash. – Federal and state disaster officials announced today that the remaining two Disaster Recovery Centers (DRCs) in Aberdeen (Grays Harbor County) and Chehalis (Lewis County) will transition to U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) Disaster Loan Outreach Centers (DLOCs) starting Friday, Feb. 8 until further notice.
Feb. 7 is the deadline for registering with the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) for disaster assistance. All applications for disaster loans from the U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) also must be completed and returned or postmarked by Feb. 7th.

At the DLOCs, SBA representatives will continue to provide individuals and business owners with face-to-face service in completing their loan applications, answering questions about SBA’s loan program, and explaining how an SBA disaster loan can help pay for their disaster losses. Informational materials will also be available on FEMA’s Hazard Mitigation program.
So far, more than $18.3 million in low-interest SBA loans have been approved, including 361 for homeowners and renters totaling $13.7 million and 57 for businesses totaling $4.6 million. 

More than 3,500 applicants have visited the two DRCs – Chehalis (2,603) and Aberdeen (924).  The Chehalis center opened Dec. 14 and Aberdeen has been open since Jan. 2.

After the centers transition to SBA DLOCs on Friday, FEMA is still only a toll-free call away.  The Helpline number is the same as the registration line at 1-800-621- FEMA (3362) – TTY 1-800-462-7585, and is available from 8 a.m.-6 p.m., Mondays – Fridays. 
Individuals and business owners who are unable to visit one of the locations may obtain information by calling SBA toll-free at 800-659-2955 (TTY 800-877-8339 for hearing impaired individuals) by visiting SBA’s web site at www.sba.gov/services/disasterassistance.

FEMA coordinates the federal government's role in preparing for, preventing, mitigating the effects 

of, responding to, and recovering from all domestic disasters, whether natural or man-made, including acts of terror.

SBA is the federal government’s primary source of money for the long-term rebuilding of disaster-damaged private property. SBA helps homeowners, renters, businesses of all sizes, and private non-profit organizations fund repairs or rebuilding efforts, and cover the cost of replacing lost or disaster-damaged personal property. These disaster loans cover uninsured and uncompensated losses and do not duplicate benefits of other agencies or organizations.
