 Smith Lake Fire Demobilized
State fire assistance to support local firefighters working to contain the Smith Lake Fire approximately five miles northwest of Grand Coulee in Douglas County will end today at 12:00.  

Chief John Batiste authorized the mobilization of state firefighting resources on August 1, 2008, at 3:00 p.m. at the request of Douglas County Fire District # 3. 

The Smith Lake Fire is now 100% contained. Two Strike Teams are currently finalizing mop up in preparation of transition to Douglas County Fire District #3 at noon. All remaining mobilization resources will be demobilized at that time and mobilization will end today, August 4, at noon.
State Fire Marshal’s Office staffing at the State Emergency Operations Center will end at 12:00 noon.
