Grays Harbor County:  12 p.m. to 4 p.m. at the Wal-Mart at 909 East Wishkah (State Highway 12 and U.S. 101 E).





Clallam County: 12 pm. to 4 p.m. at the Wal-Mart Stores at 3500 Highway 101 in Port Angeles and 1284 W. Washington St., in Sequim. 





Jefferson County: Store hours at the Hadlock Building Supply, 901 Ness Corner Road, in Port Hadlock and at Henry Hardware, 218 Sims Way, in Port Townsend. 





Weather radios alert local residents to many immediate, life-threatening hazards, like weather, tsunamis, volcanoes, hazardous releases, and other dangerous events. Without a weather radio, a critical emergency warning message from local emergency authorities could be missed.
